ISO and NFPA 1710

> Insurance Services Office (ISO) deployment and coverage model:

v First due engine company should be within 1.5 miles travel
distance of every location within their first due response
area.

v First due ladder company should have a travel distance of no
more than 2.5 miles.

> NFPA 1710 states that the first arriving engine company shall arrive at
the scene of a fire suppression incident within four minutes (240
seconds) or less.

> For EMS incidents, a unit with first responder or higher-level trained
personnel should arrive on scene within four minutes (240 seconds),
and an Advanced Life Support (ALS) unit should arrive within eight

minutes (480 seconds).
