THE POWERS OF PRESERVATION

An historic home set amidst a busy commercial zone may seem vulnerable to the sweep of “progress.” But the
stewardship of the Robbins “Lottery” House preserved this circa 1800 Federal-era home, which is sited beyond the
boundaries of Acton’s three local historic districts. Through a creative arrangement with Historic New England,
the house currently functions as a thriving art gallery -- the Powers Gallery on Great Road, while being preserved
in perpetuity through a Historic Preservation Restriction. (Find out why it is known as the Lottery house in a future
article!)

The Robbins House at 144 Great Road was built on 200 acres of bucolic farmland in 1800 and is a wonderful example
of late-Georgian/Federal-era architecture. The Nylander family lived in the home during the 20th century. Even as
development grew around them, they knew that the home should be preserved. The Nylanders put a restriction on
the house with Historic New England, protecting the exterior structure and interior features.

Meanwhile Lawrence Powers was operating the Powers Gallery in rented strip-mall space further up Great Road. He
had taken over the business from his father, John Powers, who had started the art gallery in his home in Acton Center.

“By 2002, it was time for me to own my own space, rather than rent,” Mr. Powers recalls. He quickly recognized the
beauty of the Robbins House, which was for sale, and worked extensively with Historic New England and Acton’s
Historical Commission to make the home function as gallery space while preserving the building in perpetuity. Part of
its renovation was replacing the sills on the attached, post-and-beam carriage house. The resulting space can display
large, contemporary works of art. The home’s first-floor rooms remain virtually unchanged and provide intimate gallery
spaces and workshop/framing areas. While restoring the interior, changes were made to be primarily reversable.
Lighting, for example, is designed to illuminate artwork but could be easily removed without harm to the building’s
ceilings.

In 2009, Acton voters approved Community Preservation Act (CPA) funds at the Annual Town Meeting for critical roof
and chimney repairs.

The Robbins House has been a labor of love for the Powers. The Powers Gallery/Robbins House shows that
preservation and progress can dovetail beautifully in the hands of a dedicated owner.

This is one example showing the importance of the CPA program in Acton. Acton’s Annual Town Meeting on May 16"
will consider this year’s proposed CPA projects.

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NURSING SERVICES

Acton Nursing Services: 100 Years of Service to Acton

Acton Public Health Nursing Services (ANS) is celebrating it's 100th Anniversary of

providing services to the residents of Acton. After the Spanish flu pandemic that was

raging from 1918 to 1919, Acton had a visiting physician for the schools and there

was an assigned school nurse for a time during 1921. In the Town archives, it’s stated

that on March 13, 1922 Town Meeting voted “that the board of health be instructed

to employ a town nurse” and voted “to appropriate the sum of twenty-five hundred

dollars to care for the expense” On May 17, 1922, Ida Briedenbach was appointed

as the first Town Nurse at a salary of $825 with an additional $633 for a Ford sedan. The following year, 1923, Town
Meeting voted $2,000 for the town nurse department. The belief is that the Town has funded a Town Nurse ever since.

Over the decades, ANS has helped thousands of Acton residents maintain and/or restore their health with a range of
services. In 1966, ANS became a Medicare Certified Home Health Care agency to provide services to those requiring
in-home support. This is in addition to helping all Acton residents stay healthy with preventative services and
programs.

The most recent activity that ANS was actively involved in was supporting Acton residents during the COVID-19
pandemic. ANS provided education, communication, vaccinations, tracking, contact tracing and on-the-spot help
when needed, especially for home-bound residents. ANS worked closely with the Acton Schools, and the Public
Health team, to provide what was needed for students, parents, teachers and the community regarding protocols and
disseminating information.

The Town of Acton appreciates the services of the committed staff and leadership of the Acton Nursing Services team.
For 100 years, someone has always been there to help Acton residents stay healthy.

As recommended in the Acton Open Space and Recreation Plan, and in recognition of the pressures being placed
on Acton’s remaining open space, a permanent Open Space Committee was established in 2004.The Open Space
Committee is a sub-committee of the Conservation Committee, with no more than seven permanent members serving
terms of three years each. Each year one Selectman and one full member of the Conservation Commission and the
Planning Board will be identified as liaisons and members of the Committee.

Spring Repairs

Sometimes the grass strips and curbs along the roads are damaged while plowing. The Highway Division works to
repair these areas as soon as possible after the snow has melted and the ground has thawed; however other work
that involves the safety of the public takes priority. It may take until mid-summer to repair these areas. The repair
of grass surfaces generally consists of raking out the ruts and seeding with a standard highway grass seed. If your
landscaping needs are such that this is unacceptable, you may choose to repair these areas on your own earlier in
the spring.

Street Sweeping

Part of the Highway Division’s maintenance program involves cleaning the road surfaces and drains. The road
surfaces and sidewalks are cleaned with mechanical sweepers during the spring months. The highly visible areas are
cleaned first, such as the town centers and the Isaac Davis Trail. Most roads are swept once during this period.

Residents are reminded to NOT put lawn waste, trash, tree limbs, etc in the roadway during the sweeping process as
it may damage the machinery. The operator will not remove such material, leaving an unsightly mess for you and
your neighbors

The Department of Public Works would like to thank the residents for their continued cooperation during the winter
months. It can be a challenging time for all.
